Some More Background Information

Edgar Allan Poe

Best known for his poems and short fiction, Edgar Allan Poe, born in Boston, Jan. 19, 1809, died Oct. 7, 1849 in Baltimore, deserves more credit than any other writer for the transformation of the short story from anecdote to art. He virtually created the detective story and perfected the psychological thriller. He also produced some of the most influential literary criticism of his time -- important theoretical statements on poetry and the short story -- and has had worldwide influence on literature.
1. the International Date Line

The International Date Line is the imaginary line on the Earth that separates two consecutive calendar days. That is the date in the Eastern hemisphere, to the left of the line, is always one day ahead of the date in the Western hemisphere. It has been recognized as a matter of convenience and has no force in international law. 

Without the International Date Line travelers going westward would discover that when they returned home, one day more than they thought had passed, even though they had kept careful tally of the days. This first happened to Magellan's crew after the first circumnavigation of the globe. Likewise, a person traveling eastward would find that one fewer days had elapsed than he had recorded, as happened to Phileas Fogg in "Around the World in Eighty Days" by Jules Verne. 

The International Date Line can be anywhere on the globe. But it is most convenient to be 180° away from the defining meridian that goes through Greenwich, England. It also is fortunate that this area is covered, mainly, by Empty Ocean. However, there have always been zigs and zags in it to allow for local circumstances. 
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Historical positions of the International Date Line from "Notes on the History of the Date or Calendar Line," in The New Zealand Journal of Science and Technology, Vol. XI, pp. 385 - 388 

Over the years, the position of the International Date Line has changed several times. Until 1845, the Philippines were on the eastern side of it (the same side as the United States). It was on the eastern side of the line because it was a Spanish colony and most Europeans arrived there via the Spanish colonies in South America. Indonesia, almost directly to the South of the Philippines, was a Dutch colony and most European arrivals came via the Cape of Good Hope. Thus Indonesia was to the west of the International Date Line. After the independence of the South American countries, most people traveling to the Philippines also came by way of the Cape of Good Hope, so it was decided to change from the east of the line to the west of the line. Alaska, originally claimed by Russia, was to the west of the International Date Line because most travelers arrived there by way of Siberia. When the United States bought Alaska in 1867 the line was moved to the east of it. The most recent change in the line was in 1995 when Kiribati moved a large segment of it to the east, so that the entire nation would be on the same side of the International Date Line. As with all other changes in the International Date Line, the change was made by a government with local interests. As a result, the line is as far East as 150°, farther east than Honolulu. This does not change where the first sunrise of the next millennium will occur, however. The honor still goes to Antarctica

current UTC-time
This shows the UTC-time used for calculation of the World Clock table. UTC means Universal Time, Coordinated, and all the other cities are an offset added/subtracted to/from this, e.g. 5 hours ahead of UTC. The time shown here may be some seconds off real UTC-time, so you should consider other sources to get 100 % precise time to the second. 

Time zones
Time zones are a way of organizing time so that people living in a large area (country, part of continent) share the same time, just to make things easy. People living at about the same longitude usually have about the same local time. There are 25 standard time zones around the world, these are all an integer offset of hours to UTC-time, for example, +5 hours or -10 hours to UTC. If UTC-time is 12:00 (Noon/PM), then people having offset +5 hours, have local time 17:00 (or 5:00 PM).
Then... there are some countries/places not using the standard time zones, they might be 5 hours and 45 minutes ahead of UTC, like Kathmandu is or some other non-integer offset of hours.
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	II. The Un-mystery of the Bermuda Triangle

The Bermuda Triangle is a stretch of the Atlantic Ocean bordered by a line from Florida to the islands of Bermuda, to Puerto Rico and then back to Florida. It is one of the biggest mysteries of our time - that isn't really a mystery. 

The term "Bermuda Triangle" was first used in an article written by Vincent H. Gaddis for Argosy magazine in 1964. In the article Gaddis claimed that in this strange sea a number of ships and planes had disappeared without explanation. Gaddis wasn't the first one to come to this conclusion, either. As early as 1952 George X. Sands, in a report in Fate magazine, noted what seemed like an unusually large number of strange accidents in that region. 

In 1969 John Wallace Spencer wrote a book called Limbo of the Lost specifically about the triangle and, two years later, a feature documentary on the subject, The Devil's Triangle, was released. These, along with the bestseller The Bermuda Triangle, published in 1974, permanently registered the legend of the "Hoodoo Sea" within popular culture. 

Several books suggested that the disappearances were due to an intelligent, technologically advanced race living in space or under the sea. 

The only problem was that the mystery was more hype than reality. In 1975 a librarian at Arizona State University, named Larry Kusche, decided to investigate the claims made by these articles and books. What he found he published in his own book entitled The Bermuda Triangle Mystery-Solved. Kusche had carefully dug into records other writers had neglected. He found that many of the strange accidents were not so strange after all. Often a triangle writer had noted a ship or plane had disappeared in "calms seas" when the record showed a raging storm had been in progress. Others said ships had "mysteriously vanished" when their remains had actually been found and the cause of their sinking explained. 

More significantly a check of Lloyd's of London's accident records by the editor of Fate in 1975 showed that the triangle was a no more dangerous part of the ocean than any other. U.S. Coast Guard records confirmed this and since that time no good arguments have ever been made to refute those statistics. So the Bermuda Triangle mystery disappeared, in the same way many of its supposed victims had vanished. 

Even though the Bermuda Triangle isn't a true mystery, this region of the sea certainly has had its share of marine tragedy. Perhaps the best known one was the story of Flight 19.

The tale of Flight 19 started on December 5th, 1945. Five Avenger torpedo bombers lifted into the air from the Navel Air Station at Fort Lauderdale, Florida, at 2:10 in the afternoon. It was a routine practice mission and the flight was composed of all students except for the Commander, a Lt. Charles Taylor. 

The mission called for Taylor and his group of 13 men to fly due east 56 miles to Hens and Chicken Shoals to conduct practice bombing runs. When they had completed that objective, the flight plan called for them to fly an additional 67 miles east, then turn north for 73 miles and finally straight back to base, a distance of 120 miles. This course would take them on a triangular path over the sea. 

About an hour and a half after the flight had left, a Lt. Robert Cox picked up a radio transmission from Taylor. Taylor indicated that his compasses were not working, but he believed himself to be somewhere over the Florida Keys (the Keys are a long chain of islands south of the Florida mainland). Cox urged him to fly north, toward Miami, if Taylor was sure the flight was over the Keys. 

Planes today have a number of ways that they can check their current position including listening to a set of GPS (Global Positioning Satellites) in orbit around the Earth. It is almost impossible for a pilot to get lost if he has the right equipment and uses it properly. In 1945, though, planes flying over water had to depend on knowing their starting point, how long and fast they had flown, and in what direction. If a pilot made a mistake with any of these figures, he was lost. Over the ocean there were no landmarks to set him right. 

Apparently Taylor had become confused at some point in the flight. He was an experienced pilot, but hadn't spent a lot of time flying east toward the Bahamas which was where he was going on that day. For some reason Taylor apparently thought the flight had started out in the wrong direction and had headed south toward the Keys, instead of east. This thought was to color his decisions throughout the rest of the flight with deadly results. 

The more Taylor took his flight north to try to get out of the Keys, the further out to sea the Avengers actually traveled. As time went on, snatches of transmissions were picked up on the mainland indicating the other Flight 19 pilots were trying to get Taylor to change course. "If we would just fly west," one student told another, "we would get home." He was right.

By 4:45 P.M. it was obvious to the people on the ground that Taylor was hopelessly lost. He was urged to turn control of the flight over to one of his students, but apparently he didn't. As it grew dark, communications deteriorated. From the few words that did get through it was apparent Taylor was still flying north and east, the wrong directions. 

At 5:50 P.M. the ComGulf Sea Frontier Evaluation Center managed get a fix on Flight 19's weakening signals. It was apparently east of New Smyrna Beach, Florida. By then communications were so poor that this information could not be passed to the lost planes. 

At 6:20 a Dumbo Flying Boat was dispatched to try and find Flight 19 and guide it back. Within the hour two more planes, Martin Mariners, joined the search. Hope was rapidly fading for Flight 19 by then. The weather was getting rough and the Avengers were very low on fuel. 

The two Martin Mariners were supposed to rendezvous at the search zone. The second one, designated Training 49, never showed up. 

The last transmission from Flight 19 was heard at 7:04 P.M. Planes searched the area through the night and the next day. There was no sign of the Avengers. 

Nor did the authorities really expect to find much. The Avengers, crashing when their fuel was exhausted, would have been sent to the bottom in seconds by the 50 foot waves of the storm. As one of Taylor's colleagues noted, "...they didn't call those planes 'Iron Birds' for nothing. They weighed 14,000 pounds empty. So when they ditched, they went down pretty fast." 

What happened to the missing Martin Mariner? Well, the crew of the SS Gaines Mill observed an explosion over the water shortly after the Mariner had taken off. They headed toward the site and there they saw what looked like oil and airplane debris floating on the surface. None of it was recovered because of the bad weather, but there seems little doubt this was the remains of the Mariner. The plane had a reputation as being a "flying bomb" which would burst into flame from even a single, small spark. Speculation is that one of 22 men on board, unaware that the unpressurized cabin contained gas fumes, lit a cigarette, causing the explosion. 

So how did this tragedy turn into a Bermuda Triangle mystery? The Navy's original investigation concluded the accident had been caused by Taylor's confusion. Taylor's mother refused to accept that and finally got the Navy to change the report to read that the disaster was for "causes or reasons unknown." This may have spared the woman's feelings, but blurred the actual facts. 
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The saga of Flight 19 is probably the most repeated story about the Bermuda Triangle. The planes, and their pilots, even found their way into the science fiction film classic, Close Encounters of the Third Kind. 

Where is Flight 19 now? Well, in 1991 five Avengers were found in 600 feet of water off the coast of Florida by the salvage ship Deep Sea. Examination of the planes showed that they were not Flight 19, however, so the final resting place of the planes, and their crews is still the Bermuda Triangle's secret.

2. Background Information 

History

The Channel tunnel was originally dreamed of by Napoleon in 1802. Napoleon recognized the need to build a tunnel that would connect the British Island to the Continent. But, his dream did not come true in his life. The British began digging a tunnel in 1880 only to fail. In 1973 Britain and France decided to continue the project jointly and work began again but was cancelled in 1975. The idea of finishing the tunnel was raised in 1978 and the final leg of construction was started in 1987.
Construction

The Chunnel was built from two sides, England and France. The sides would dig independently and then meet up in the middle. The two countries differed greatly in their techniques and equipment. Both sides used huge tunnel-boring machines to dig parts of the tunnel but the French were still more advanced in other machinery. They used machine-built cages to reinforce the tunnel while the English used hand-made, steel tunnel-liners and concrete segments. While the French used cranes to lift tunnel segments into place, the British fitted the segments into place by hand. Nevertheless, in 1990 the two sections of the tunnel met up and the tunnel became one continuous tunnel. The Chunnel held its official opening in May of 1994. Although many problems arose during the building of the tunnel, such as water seeps and geological problems, the Chunnel was completely finished.

Problems

Although completed, the Chunnel still encountered problems. On November 18, 1996 around 9:45 p.m. one of the trains had a part on fire. The fire was fairly decent sized and it created explosions that sent shocks through the tunnel. The fire quickly spread and was not completely removed until 5 a.m. the next morning. The fire created a lot of damage but after being repaired, the Chunnel continued with its operations.

Facts

The Chunnel cost $15 billion to create and runs a length of 31 miles, 23 of which are underwater. 

The average depth of the tunnel is around 150 feet under the seabed. 

All in all, there are three different tunnels that make up the Chunnel. It consists of two single-track railway tunnels and a central service tunnel used for safety and services. 

The tunnels are used for both freight and passenger traffic. 

The three tunnels combined make up 95 miles of tunnels dug by nearly 13,000 engineers, technicians, and workers. 

The volume of rubble removed from the tunnel increases the size of Britain by 90 acres. The rubble, equivalent to 68 football fields, has been made into a park.

Current Situation

The Chunnel, or the Eurotunnel, connects Folkestone, England and Sangatte, France. A trip that once required a large amount of time on a ferry is now a quick 20-minute trip underground. The Chunnel is an incredible tunnel that has not only decreased travel times, but has joined two different countries together. Tickets to ride the Chunnel are available at many locations online.

3. The text then proceeds with the reporting of the officially scheduled Chunnel inauguration to show the determination and initiative endeavor of the British and French Governments to connect Britain with the rest of Europe, in order to emphasize the significance of the project.

4. After the intentional delay to create suspense, the author introduces the tunnel project and the historical contributions and benefits of this tunnel thoroughfare.

5. Much of the report, then, is devoted to the real-time account of the exciting work at the breakthrough site of the Chunnel, an account based on the author’s personal experience and first-hand information.

6. The report ends up with revealing the business worries on the part of the Chunnel authorities, who were concerned with, but not without hope, the business of the tunnel transport: promotion work was expected to facilitate the effective use of the Chunnel on the part of the French population.

 It is believed that all of the early development of humans came during the last ice age and civilization has come into existence as its result. For the first time since the last ice age therefore means “for the first time since the world began to exist.” (See Detailed information on “ice age”  on P55 in Student’s Book.)

1) The Channel Tunnel Project had been discussed between Britain and France on governmental level for almost two hundred years. It was in 1802 that the first proposal for a Channel Tunnel was put forward by a French engineer. Since then the question was taken up again and again throughout the nineteenth century and for the most part of the twentieth century. It did not come to fruition until the last decade of the twentieth century.

2) Beginning with the Norman Conquest in 1066 until the early nineteenth century, there had been incessant conflict between Great Britain and France. All in all there was a rift between the two contries for about one thousand years. (See the details in the notes.)

4. The chunnel rewrites geography, at least in the English psyche.

     The English Channel had served as a barrier to invasion of Britain for centuries, and invasion by tunnel was at one time “the ultimate British nightmare”. As a matter of fact, whenever the idea of a link between the two countries emerged, there also appeared visions of invasion, and proposals for a link simply foundered. But the completion of the Chunnel has now joined Britain to the European continent. In other words, Britain is no longer an island. Thus the geographical condition is completely changed, especially to the British people.

 5.  Makes you appreciate British Rail.

     This is an ironic remark. One is not supposed to appreciate British Rail passenger trains which are very noisy, but after one takes the construction workers’ train which is much more noisy, he would come to like the former one. In other words, the construction workers’ train screeched in such a dreadful way that by comparison, the noise made by ordinary passenger trains does not sound unpleasant at all, even as beautiful as music. The ironical effect is achieved through this explicit comparison as well as exaggeration.

  6.  And there are 56 million more behind them.

        And soon the whole French population will take the Chunnel transport and come over to visit Britain.

NUCLEAR ENERGY 

Nuclear energy is generated by the splitting, or fissioning, of atoms of uranium or heavier elements. The fission process releases heat, which is used to produce steam to drive a turbine to generate electricity. The operation of a nuclear reactor and the related electricity-generating equipment is only one part of an interconnected set of activities. The production of a reliable supply of electricity from nuclear fission requires mining, milling, and transporting uranium; enriching uranium (increasing the percentage of the uranium isotope U-235) and packing it in appropriate form; building and maintaining the reactor and associated generating equipment; and treating and disposing of spent fuel. These activities require extremely sophisticated and interactive industrial processes and many specialized skills.

A  Development 

Britain took an early lead in developing nuclear power. By the mid-1950s, several nuclear reactors were producing electricity in that country. The first nuclear reactor to be connected to an electricity distribution network in the United States began operation in 1957 at Shippingport, Pennsylvania. Six years later, the first order was placed for a commercial nuclear power plant to be built without a direct subsidy from the federal government. This order marked the beginning of an attempt to convert rapidly the world’s electricity-generating systems from reliance on fossil fuels to reliance on nuclear energy. By 1970, 90 nuclear power plants were operating in 15 countries. In 1980, 253 nuclear power plants were operating in 22 countries. However, the attempt to move from fossil fuels to nuclear energy faltered because of rapidly increasing costs, regulatory delays, declining demand for electricity, and a heightened concern for safety.

B  Safety Problems 

Questions about the safety and economy of nuclear power created perhaps the most emotional battle fought over energy. As the battle heated during the late 1970s, nuclear advocates argued that no realistic alternative existed to increased reliance on nuclear power. They recognized that some problems remain but maintained that solutions would be found. Nuclear opponents, on the other hand, emphasized a number of unanswered questions about the environment: What are the effects of low-level radiation over long periods? What is the likelihood of a major accident at a nuclear power plant? What would be the consequences of such an accident? How can nuclear power’s waste products, which will remain dangerous for centuries, be permanently isolated from the environment? These safety questions helped cause changes in specifications for and delays in the construction of nuclear power plants, further driving up costs. They also helped create a second controversy: Is electricity from nuclear power plants less costly, equally costly, or more costly than electricity from coal-fired plants? Despite rapidly escalating oil and gas prices in the late 1970s and early 1980s, these political and economic problems caused an effective moratorium in the United States on new orders for nuclear power plants. This moratorium took effect even before the 1979 near meltdown (melting of the nuclear fuel rods) at the Three Mile Island nuclear power plant near Harrisburg, Pennsylvania, and the 1986 partial meltdown at the Chernobyl’ plant north of Kyiv in Ukraine (see Chernobyl’ Accident). The latter accident caused some fatalities and cases of radiation sickness, and it released a cloud of radioactivity that traveled widely across the northern hemisphere.

C  Current Status 

In the United States, no new nuclear reactors have been ordered for more than 20 years.  

In 1998 a total of 437 nuclear plants operated worldwide. Another 35 reactors were under construction. Eighteen countries generate at least 20 percent of their electricity from nuclear power. The largest nuclear power industries are located in the United States (107 reactors), France (59), Japan (54), Britain (35), Russia (29), and Germany (20). In the United States, no new reactors have been ordered for more than 20 years. Public opposition, high construction costs, strict building and operating regulations, and high costs for waste disposal make nuclear power plants much more expensive to build and operate than plants that burn fossil fuels.

In some industrialized countries, the electric power industry is being restructured to break up monopolies (the provision of a commodity or service by a single seller or producer) at the generation level. Because this trend is pressuring nuclear plant owners to cut operating expenses and become more competitive, the nuclear power industry in the United States and other western countries may continue to decline if existing nuclear power plants are unable to adapt to changing market conditions.

Asia is widely viewed as the only likely growth area for nuclear power in the near future. Japan, South Korea, Taiwan, and China all had plants under construction at the end of the 20th century. Conversely, a number of European nations were rethinking their commitments to nuclear power.

C1  Sweden 

Sweden’s political parties have committed to phasing out nuclear power by 2010, after Swedish citizens voted in 1980 against future development of this energy source. However, industry is challenging the policy in court. In addition, critics argue that Sweden cannot fulfill its commitment to reducing emissions of greenhouse gases without relying on nuclear power.

C2  France 

France generates 80 percent of its electricity from nuclear power. However, it has canceled several planned reactors and may replace aging nuclear plants with fossil-fuel plants for environmental reasons. As a result, the government-owned electricity utility, Electricité de France, plans to diversify the country’s electricity-generating sources.

C3  Germany 

The German government announced in 1998 a plan to phase out nuclear power. However, as in Sweden, nuclear plant owners may take the government to court to seek compensation for plants shut down before the end of their operating lives.

C4  Japan 

In Japan, several accidents at nuclear facilities in the mid-1990s have undercut public support for nuclear power. Japan’s growing stockpile of plutonium and its shipments of spent nuclear fuel to Europe have drawn international criticism. 

C5  China 

China, which currently operates only three nuclear power plants, has plans to expand its nuclear capabilities. However, whether China will be able to obtain sufficient financing or whether it can develop the necessary skilled work force to expand is uncertain.

C6  Eastern Europe 

A number of eastern European countries—including Russia, Ukraine, Bulgaria, the Czech Republic, Hungary, Lithuania, and Slovakia—generate electricity from Soviet-designed nuclear reactors that have various safety flaws. Some of these reactors have the same design as the Chernobyl reactor that exploded in 1986. The United States and other western countries are working to address these design problems and to improve operations, maintenance, and training at these plants.

THIS YEAR IT’S GOING TO BE DIFFERENT

I. Background information

A. About New Year

ANCIENT NEW YEARS
The celebration of the new year is the oldest of all holidays. It was first observed in ancient Babylon about 4000 years ago. In the years around 2000 BC, the Babylonian New Year began with the first New Moon (actually the first visible crescent) after the Vernal Equinox (first day of spring). 

The beginning of spring is a logical time to start a new year. After all, it is the season of rebirth, of planting new crops, and of blossoming. January 1, on the other hand, has no astronomical nor agricultural significance. It is purely arbitrary. 

The Babylonian new year celebration lasted for eleven days. Each day had its own particular mode of celebration, but it is safe to say that modern New Year's Eve festivities pale in comparison. 

The Romans continued to observe the new year in late March, but their calendar soon became out of synchronization with the sun. 

In order to set the calendar right, the Roman senate, in 153 BC, declared January 1 to be the beginning of the new year. But tampering continued until Julius Caesar, in 46 BC, established what has come to be known as the Julian Calendar. It again established January 1 as the new year. But in order to synchronize the calendar with the sun, Caesar had to let the previous year drag on for 445 days. 

However, in AD 567 the Council of Tours abolished January first in favor of March as the start of a new year, varying the actual day to coincide with the Vernal Equinox. New Year celebrations lasted for several days. The first day of the new year was moved back to January 1 with the advent of the Gregorian Calendar by Pope Gregory XIII in 1582. 

THE CHURCH'S VIEW OF NEW YEAR CELEBRATIONS
Although in the first centuries AD the Romans continued celebrating the new year, the early Church condemned the festivities as paganism. But as Christianity became more widespread, the church began blending its own religious observances with many of the pagan celebrations, and New Year's Day was no different. New Years is still observed as the Feast of Christ's Circumcision by some Catholic rites, and as the Feast of Mary by others. January 1 has been celebrated as a holiday by Western nations for only about the past 400 years. 

NEW YEAR TRADITIONS
Other traditions of the season include the making of New Year's resolutions. That tradition also dates back to the early Babylonians. Popular modern resolutions might include the promise to lose weight or quit smoking. The early Babylonian's most popular resolution was to return borrowed farm equipment. 

The Tournament of Roses Parade dates back to 1886. In that year, members of the Valley Hunt Club decorated their carriages with flowers. It celebrated the ripening of the orange crop in California. 

Although the Rose Bowl football game was first played as a part of the Tournament of Roses in 1902, it was replaced by Roman chariot races the following year. In 1916, the football game returned as the sports centerpiece of the festival. 

The tradition of using a baby to signify the new year was begun in Greece around 600 BC. It was their tradition at that time to celebrate their god of wine, Dionysus, by parading a baby in a basket, representing the annual rebirth of that god as the spirit of fertility. Early Egyptians also used a baby as a symbol of rebirth. 

Although the early Christians denounced the practice as pagan, the popularity of the baby as a symbol of rebirth forced the Church to reevaluate its position. The Church finally allowed its members to celebrate the new year with a baby, which was to symbolize the birth of the baby Jesus. 

The use of an image of a baby with a New Years banner as a symbolic representation of the new year was brought to early America by the Germans. They had used the effigy since the fourteenth century. 

FOR LUCK IN THE NEW YEAR
Traditionally, it was thought that one could affect the luck they would have throughout the coming year by what they did or ate on the first day of the year. For that reason, it has become common for folks to celebrate the first few minutes of a brand new year in the company of family and friends. Parties often last into the middle of the night after the ringing in of a new year. It was once believed that the first visitor on New Year's Day would bring either good luck or bad luck the rest of the year. It was particularly lucky if that visitor happened to be a tall dark-haired man. 

Traditional New Year foods are also thought to bring luck. Many cultures believe that anything in the shape of a ring is good luck, because it symbolizes "coming full circle," completing a year's cycle. For that reason, the Dutch believe that eating donuts on New Year's Day will bring good fortune. 

Many parts of the U.S. celebrate the new year by consuming black-eyed peas. These legumes are typically accompanied by either hog jowls or ham. Black-eyed peas and other legumes have been considered good luck in many cultures. The hog, and thus its meat, is considered lucky because it symbolizes prosperity. Cabbage is another "good luck" vegetable that is consumed on New Year's Day by many. Cabbage leaves are also considered a sign of prosperity, being representative of paper currency. In some regions, rice is a lucky food that is eaten on New Year's Day. 

AULD LANG SYNE
The song, "Auld Lang Syne," playing in the background, is sung at the stroke of midnight in almost every English-speaking country in the world to bring in the new year. At least partially written by Robert Burns in the 1700's, it was first published in 1796 after Burns' death. Early variations of the song were sung prior to 1700 and inspired Burns to produce the modern rendition. An old Scotch tune, "Auld Lang Syne" literally means "old long ago," or simply, "the good old days." 

B. 

Who Invented New Year's Resolutions?
Okay, now to answer the questions we all really want to know about New Year's resolutions: Who's to blame, and do they have an e-mail address so we can flame them?

 Well, we're out of luck on the e-mail address, but it looks as if the tradition is as old as New Year's celebrations. The Babylonians celebrated New Years Day over four thousand years ago, although their celebration was in March rather than in January, coinciding with the spring planting of crops.

So if you must break your resolution, break it with pride! You'll be continuing a long tradition of broken resolutions dating back to the dawn of recorded history! And if you had a false start, why you can start again in March, ?la Babylonia! 

The New Year, no matter when people have celebrated it, has always been a time for looking back to the past, and more importantly, forward to the coming year. It's time to reflect on the changes we want, or often need, if we're to have the motivation move forward.  Resolutions are a reflection of the Babylonians' belief that what a person does on the first day of the New Year will have an effect throughout the entire year. Think about that at the New Year's party!

Determined that this year you'll keep those New Year's Resolutions? Here are a few goal setting tips to get you started!
Don't Try Everything at Once! There's a temptation, with the New Year, to run off a list of everything we've ever wanted to change. Don't fall for it! You'll have better luck fulfilling one or two goals than you will with a list of fifty.You can always add new resolutions to your list later. Take one thing at a time.
Word it Carefully. Let's say your resolution is to relax more in the coming year. Word this carefully. Try not to think of it as "This year I am going to relax." That's a stress-inducer waiting to happen. It forces you into thinking of the resolution as something you must do, not something you want to do. Try to make it sound a little gentler: "This year I'm going to explore different ways of relaxing." It also suggests more of a plan—you'll fulfill the resolution by experimenting with relaxation techniques. The first resolution sounds as if you're going to force yourself to relax by sheer willpower.
Make a Plan. Once you know what your resolution is, try to break it down. Nobody accomplishes anything of significance by trying to do it all at once.This doesn't have to be a complicated plan; just brainstorm enough to give you a place to start.  
For relaxing, you might devise a plan like this: 
1) Surf the Internet to find different relaxation techniques. 
2) Make a list of all the techniques that interest you.  
3) Pick one of these techniques—meditation, progressive relaxation or self-hypnosis, for instance—and try one for a month.

TEXT TWO       MY FINAMCIAL CAREER

I. About the author

Leacock, Stephen Butler 1869-1944, Canadian economist and humorist, b. England, grad. Univ. of Toronto (B.A., 1891), Univ. of Chicago (Ph.D., 1903). Head of the department of political science and economics (1908-36) at McGill Univ., he wrote standard works in his own field, in Canadian history, and in biography. He is best remembered, however, for his many volumes of humorous essays and stories, many of them genial satires, including Literary Lapses (1910), Nonsense Novels (1911), Behind the Beyond (1913), Frenzied Fiction (1918), Winnowed Wisdom (1926), My Discovery of the West (1937), and How to Write (1942). Last Leaves (1945) are posthumously published essays. See his autobiographical fragment, The Boy I Left behind Me (1946).
II. Background information

A. Pinkerton, Allan 1819-84, American detective, founder of the Pinkerton National Detective Agency, b. Glasgow, Scotland. A cooper by trade, he emigrated to the United States in 1842 and opened in West Dundee, Ill., a cooper's shop, which became a station on the Underground Railroad. His discovery and capture of a band of counterfeiters led to his appointment (1846) as county sheriff and, in 1850, to an appointment as the first city detective on the Chicago police force. He established in the same year a private detective agency, which had considerable success in solving train- and express-company robberies. In 1861 he foiled a plot to assassinate Abraham Lincoln, and in the Civil War Pinkerton organized and directed an espionage system behind the Confederate lines. His agency secured (1869) evidence on which the Molly Maguires were broken up. After Pinkerton's death, the agency was continued by his sons, Robert A. Pinkerton and William A. Pinkerton, and was active in breaking the Homestead strike of 1892. For its role in industrial disputes on behalf of management, particularly in its use of labor spies, the agency was denounced by organized labor. Pinkerton wrote of his own experiences in Criminal Reminiscences and Detective Sketches (1879) and other books. 

B. Rothschild, Nathan Meyer 1777-1836, British banker, b. Frankfurt, Germany; of the famous Rothschild family. He went to England in 1797, was naturalized in 1804, and opened a business house in London in 1805. He acted as agent of the British government in supplying subsidies to the powers opposing Napoleon I and was of vital help in the defeat of the French emperor. Aside from his financial acumen, Rothschild was aided in his transactions by a very efficient information service. Thus he was informed of the allied victory at Waterloo by carrier pigeons and, in a single day, made a fortune and saved the London stock exchange from collapse by buying up all the shares sold by frightened investors. In 1822 he became Austrian consul general in England but never carried the title of baron presented to him by Austria. His loans to France, Russia, and other countries (particularly in South America) were popular in England because they required repayment in sterling, thereby avoiding disadvantageous exchange-rate fluctuations. After his death the house of Rothschild was dominated by his son, Baron Lionel Nathan de Rothschild, 1808-79, who established a virtual family monopoly for the flotation of large international loans. He handled the Irish famine loan (1847) and the Crimean War loan (1856). First elected to the House of Commons in 1847, he was not able to assume his seat until 1858, when he was finally allowed to take the parliamentary oath in a manner acceptable to his Jewish faith. 

C. Gould, Jay 1836-92, American speculator, b. Delaware co., N.Y. A country-store clerk and surveyor's assistant, he rose to control half the railroad mileage in the Southwest, New York City's elevated railroads, and the Western Union Telegraph Company. With savings of $5,000 at 21 he became a speculator, particularly in small railroads. After some years he became a director of the Erie RR. Aided by James Fisk and Daniel Drew, he defeated Cornelius Vanderbilt for control of this road and manipulated its stocks in his own interest and that of his group, including &ldquor;Boss&rdquor; Tweed. The Gould-Fisk scheme to corner gold in 1869 caused the Black Friday panic. Public protest forced the Gould group out of the Erie, ending with Gould's expulsion in 1872. He then bought into the Union Pacific and other western roads. He gained control of four lines that made up the Gould system. For years his name was a symbol of autocratic business practice, and he was widely disliked. After his death his estate and interests were managed by his son, George Jay Gould. 
D. Gould, George Jay 1864-1923, U.S. railroad owner, b. New York City; son of Jay Gould. He was associated with his father, inherited all the holdings on Jay Gould's death, and adopted daring policies. To compete with E. H. Harriman he bought the Denver & Rio Grande RR. When Harriman bought the Southern Pacific and bottled up the Gould roads, Gould purchased the Western Pacific and completed it to San Francisco to get an outlet to the sea. In the east he also bought or built lines from Toledo to Baltimore via Pittsburgh to give the Wabash RR an outlet to the Atlantic and to challenge the monopoly of the Pennsylvania RR. He seemed to have a transcontinental system in his grasp, but his financing was unsound, and he crashed in the Panic of 1907. By 1918 all the roads had been lost.

How do you understand the title---- Dolly’s False Legacy?
As is known to all, Dolly is the name of a cloned sheep. Both “Dolly” and “legacy” are here used figuratively, Dolly referring to the clone technology and legacy referring to the clone technology as practiced in the case of dolly. However, it would be absurd just to substitute these two referents for the two terms in the title. What the title actually implies is that if anyone tries to clone human beings just as Dolly was cloned, he will find that what we have achieved in the cloning of Dolly cannot be put into practice in the case of human beings. In other words, the idea that human beings can be cloned in the same way as dolly is entirely misleading and deceptive.

Structure of DNA (deoxyribonucleic acid) discovered by Francis C. Crick (U.K.) and James D. Watson (U.S.).

1970 

Dr. John B. Gurdon (U.K.) clones a frog by transplanting the intestinal cell of a tadpole into an enucleated frog egg, which develops into an adult frog.

1973 

First successful gene splicing (recombinant DNA) by Paul Berg and Stanley N. Cohen (U.S.). A major breakthrough in genetic engineering.

1978 

Birth of first child, conceived by in vitro (literally “in glass”) fertilization to Leslie Brown (U.K.).

1980 

U.S. Supreme Court rules that a genetically created new bacterium (a non-natural manmade microorganism) may be patented.

1984 

Dr. Steen M. Willadsen (Denmark) clones a lamb from a developing sheep embryo cell. His experiment is repeated by other scientists who clone a variety of animals.

1993 

First humans cloned (U.S.). Cells taken from defective human embryos that were to be discarded in infertility clinic are grown in vitro and develop up to 32-cell stage and then are destroyed.

1994 

Dr. Ned First (U.S.) clones calves from cells of early embryos.

1995 

Drs. Ian Wilmut and Keith Campbell (U.K.) create the world's first cloned sheep, Megan and Morag, from embryo cells.

1996 

Dr. Ian Wilmut and his team clone the world's the first sheep from adult cells. The lamb born in July 1996 is named Dolly.

1997 

Scientists at Oregon Regional Primate Research Center (U.S.) create first primates—two rhesus monkeys named Neti and Ditto—from DNA taken from cells of developing monkey embryos. They are not genetically identical because two different embryos were used.

1997 

A team led by Drs. Ian Wilmut and Keith Campbell (U.K.) create the first sheep with a human gene in every cell of its body. The genetically engineered lamb is named Polly.

1999 

Dr. Gerald Schatten (U.S.) leads a team of researchers who become the first to create a clone (Tetra, a rhesus monkey) by embryo splitting.

1999 

Dr. Xiangzhong Yang leads a U.S. experiment to clone calves from frozen cells taken from a Japanese beef bull. The experiment is successful and proves that cells can be stored for later cloning.

2000 

The first patents for cloning are given to the scientists who cloned Dolly, giving their company, Geron Bio-med, exclusive right to the technologies they used.

2000 

Japanese scientists clone a baby bull from a bull that was a clone itself, the first re-cloning case involving a large mammal.



              Biologists Adopt Ban on Human Cloning

TOKYO, July 10 (Xinhuanet) -- The International Congress of Developmental Biology adopted a resolution calling for an  international ban on human cloning at a meeting in Kyoto on  Tuesday, Kyodo news services reported.
   Human cloning could invite grave results similar to the growth deformities already observed in cloned cows and mice, the resolution argued.
   This is the first resolution adopted by an international group of experts engaged in research that involves cloning, although calls for such a ban have been increasing worldwide, Kyodo reported.
   The resolution was adopted in response to mounting evidence of dangers in human cloning and revelations in January that Italian and U.S. doctors were planning to clone humans.
   The congress, held once every four years, was hosted by the International Society of Developmental Biology and the Japanese Society of Developmental Biologists. About 1,300 experts and officials from 37 countries participated in the conference this year.

帕诺斯.扎沃斯:我为什么要克隆人

在美国，人类克隆的命运已经到了紧要关头。本版在上周发表《中国也在克隆人？》的报道后，再次与扎沃斯的行政秘书梅丽莎取得联系。梅丽莎看来对她的老板是推崇备至，她先是赞扬“扎沃斯博士是我们的英雄”，然后才告诉说扎沃斯仍然不在办公室，但同意本报发表扎沃斯5月15日在美国国会作证的报告。刊登这份报告，并不意味着本报赞同扎沃斯目前对于克隆人的尝试，而是为了使读者具体、深入地了解那些坚持要“冒天下之大不韪”的科学家的所思所想，因为“非理性和情绪化的抗议可能会阻碍科学和社会的进步”（布莱尔语）。题目和小标题系编者所加。

    我是一名生殖专家和科学家，在过去24年里致力于帮助那些不孕的夫妇拥有孩子。2001 年1月，我们曾宣称以一种安全和负责任的方式来发展人类克隆技术治疗不孕的意图。但是，我们遭到了同行科学家、新闻媒介和公众的强烈反对。如此强烈的反对，似乎是因为人们对人类克隆技术缺乏完全的理解。英国医学会说得好，“公众对人类生殖性克隆的敌意可能建立在对新技术的非理性的暂时恐惧之上。”科学家、政治家、新闻媒介以及好莱坞电影各不相同的说法，也给公众带来了许多困惑。
      关心不孕夫妇的痛苦
    世界上大约10％－15％的育龄夫妇受到不孕的困扰。其中，大约65％的夫妇在寻求医学帮助后有了自己的孩子。然而，那些没有精子和卵子的夫妇，依然只能接受精子捐赠、卵细胞捐赠，或者是收养孩子。做这样的选择太难了，许多夫妇非常希望拥有自己的孩子。生殖性克隆技术，是这些夫妇的惟一的选择。
    作为一位关注他们困境的生殖专家和科学家，我试图发展安全的人类克隆技术，来帮助他们拥有一个属于他们自己的健康的孩子。难道我错了吗？
    如果真正关心这些不幸的夫妇，为什么要考虑用立法的手段，把他们以及试图帮助他们的人定性为罪犯呢？美国如果最终将克隆人宣布为非法，对这些夫妇来说，这种技术将更为缺乏安全保障和更为昂贵，他们不得不到国外去追寻他们生儿育女的梦想。
     克隆人是禁止不了的
    许多专家一再指出，即使布什总统和国会禁止克隆人，科学家们仍然会从事克隆人研究。事实上，第一个克隆人或许已经被怀上了。
    我长期担任理事的美国生殖医学会最近就指出，“几千年来的人类历史告诉我们，政府无法约束和控制人类的进步”，“即使这样的禁令得以通过，它也难以产生效果”。
     一位迫切希望拥有自己孩子的不孕妇女说，为了克隆她或她丈夫的孩子，她愿意去任何地方，“如果他们现在给我打电话说‘我们将为你承担一切费用，给你提供拥有自己孩子的机会’，我会立即登上飞机”。
     还有一位伦理学家说，“控制这种研究的最好办法是，由联邦政府进行投资，这样你才可以制定游戏规则。”
    在我看来，这个妖魔已经从瓶子里跑出来了，而且每时每刻都在壮大，再让它回到瓶中去是不可能的，那就让我们来寻找正确发展和安全控制这种技术的途径。
     如果美国最终通过禁令，那么1978 年世界上第一例试管婴儿出生时所发生的一切将重演。当时美国曾禁止试管婴儿，但几年后便发现这是一个错误的决定，然后在接下来的几年中拼命追赶那些在该技术上已经领先的其他国家。惟一的受害者是那些不得不跑到其他国家寻求试管婴儿技术帮助的美国夫妇。
    谈到人类克隆的风险问题，正确的方式是投入研究经费，然后制定规则，规范人类克隆行为，将风险降到最低限度，就像在其他医疗和药物创
    新中所做的那样。这也是我们的研究团队目前正在做的工作，但在其风险与其他试管婴儿技术具有可比性之前，我们不会贸然前进。另外，考虑到美国目前的政治气候，我们不得不在世界的其他地方寻找适当的场所。不论美国是否最终通过禁令，我们都不想在美国继续开展工作。我们也不想违反美国或其他国家的法律。
    生殖性克隆的风险
    人类自然生育的出生缺陷率是3％，如果母亲的年龄超过40岁，风险还会明显增加。《新英格兰医学杂志》最近报告说，采用试管婴儿和其他辅助生殖技术的风险更大。这生动地表明，为了拥有自己的孩子，许多患者愿意承受一定的风险。而生殖性克隆技术的风险，与目前的试管婴儿和其他辅助生殖技术相比，似乎有可能做到忽略不计。
     我们相信，和其他有能力的人类生殖专家一起，进一步揭示胚胎发育的分子机理，仔细设计其发育条件和控制策略，并采用恰当的筛选技术，最终可以使不孕夫妇拥有自己的健康的孩子。
     动物克隆vs.生殖性克隆
    关于动物克隆技术及其难度，似乎不同的物种情况并不一样，动物克隆的数据也不能简单地外推到人类克隆上。
     最近，杜克大学医学中心的一项研究表明，从技术上讲，克隆人可能比克隆动物如羊、牛、猪、老鼠等要容易和安全，因为人类具有某种遗传优势。克隆人或克隆动物胚胎过度发育可能和某种基因有关，婴儿能够从父母双方体内继承这种基因，但许多非灵长类动物的父母中却有一方无法将这种基因遗传给后代。如果这一理论正确，克隆人的出生缺陷会相当低。
    反对者的动机是什么
    生殖性克隆最有力的反对者是动物克隆的代言人罗斯林研究所的伊恩·威尔穆特博士和麻省理工学院的鲁道夫·耶尼希博士。他们从自己的利益出发，对公众进行误导。他们反复强调，将动物克隆技术应用到人身上是非常危险的，原因不是伦理和社会方面的影响，而是人类克隆可能会导致非常高的出生缺陷。他们还说，克隆作为一种辅助生殖技术的成功率只有3％，自从多利羊1995 年问世以后他们也没能改进克隆技术，因此克隆技术用于人类是不安全的。他们希望整个世界都相信他们。让我们来看看事实究竟如何。
 如果你去审视那些有关动物克隆的文献，你就会发现这些克隆动物的先驱，他们所谓的克隆成功率低主要是因为实验本身的设计和完成不合理。克隆动物死了以后，也没有清楚地确定其死因。
    实际上，大量的研究已经显示克隆的高成功率，在一些情况下，其成功率甚至相当于或者超过了目前的试管婴儿技术。1998 年，科学家克隆山羊的成功率为32％，克隆牛的成功率达到了80％。此外，美国先进细胞技术公司科学家与其他一些科学家合作，还在最近克隆出了24头完全正常和健康的牛。
     尽管有大量的数据表明克隆技术在不断完善，成功率在不断提高，然而威尔穆特和耶尼希却熟视无睹。他们似乎对发展克隆技术不感兴趣，但他们好像在乎巨大的个人利益，希望取得技术专利，由他们来控制技术。有意思的是，克隆多利的那些科学家现在竟然打算利用同样粗糙的技术克隆人类胚胎以用于医疗目的。他们真实的动机是什么？
     克隆的政治地位
    克隆的政治地位是多变的，主要原因是政治家们没有能力正确理解并对与克隆相关的问题采取果断措施，这也与他们不愿意面对克隆人将要问世的事实并就此展开辩论有关。
    布什总统最近发表演讲，呼吁全面禁止人类克隆。他说：“生命是创造，不是商品。孩子是我们珍爱和保护的对象，而不是我们设计和制造的对象。”我们完全同意布什总统捍卫生命圣洁的观点。人们反对治疗性克隆的理由是从胚胎中提取干细胞后，胚胎必定死亡；而生殖性克隆不会毁坏胚胎，从伦理角度看，没有生命被摧毁。另外，生殖性克隆也不会修改或设计遗传密码。
     生殖性克隆技术与全球各试管婴儿中心采用的人工授精技术非常相似，惟一的不同是，人工授精是将父亲的精子注入母亲的卵子，生殖性克隆是将一个体细胞（的细胞核）注入母亲的卵子，生成的胚胎将继承父亲的遗传特性，但孩子的遗传密码表达、特征和个性是完全不同的。生殖性克隆不过是实现许多不孕夫妇留下后代的一种治疗方式。这有什么不对吗？
    历史会重演吗？科学界并不是第一次面对由新技术引发的争议。同样的事也发生在1978 年的华盛顿肯尼迪研究所，当罗伯特·爱德华教授和帕特里克·斯特普托博士提出试管婴儿的设想时，无数的记者、议员、法官、科学家和医生批评他们，指责的语言和我们今天所听到的完全一样，诸如“忽视生命的圣洁”、“婴儿出生缺陷无法避免”等。

    这些批评者阻碍了试管婴儿和科学技术的发展，损害了患者的利益。具有讽刺意味的是，当年一些试管婴儿的批评者今天已经成了“试管婴儿的先驱”。我相信，历史会在生殖性克隆上重演。我最近在牛津大学和罗伯特·温斯顿教授进行了一次关于生殖性克隆的公开辩论。这位教授，曾经是试管婴儿的主要反对者之一，现在是英国的一名顶尖试管婴儿专家，他25年前反对的技术现在成了他谋生的手段。一旦生殖性克隆技术成为辅助生殖技术市场上的常规手段，他会不会和其他批评者一起来赶潮流，在他们的试管婴儿中心引入这种新技术呢？我相信他是会的。
     伟大的英国科学家、帮助培育出世界上第一例试管婴儿的爱德华教授，在最近预测说，“如果控制得当，克隆很可能成为一种生殖手段”。毫无疑问，克隆人将会问世，最近的科技进展也清楚地表明了这一点。
    为什么美国拥有世界上最好的医疗条件？因为我们拥有在规范和安全的前提下研究和转化最新医疗技术的自由。既然妖魔已经从瓶子中跑出来了，就应该确保它为我们服务，而不是让它反对我们。如果禁止克隆人，美国将向世界显示她面临技术发展机遇时的犹豫和怯懦。请不要让这种新技术的未来从我们的手指间滑走。　（贾超二编译）

Text I Gettysburg Addresses

I. Background Information

Text I A

Few documents in the growth of American democracy are as well known or as beloved as the prose poem Abraham Lincoln delivered at the dedication of the military cemetery in Gettysburg, Pennsylvania. 

In June 1863 Confederate forces under Robert E. Lee moved north in an effort to win a dramatic victory that would reverse the South's declining fortunes. On July 1-3, Lee's forces fought the Union army under the command of George C. Meade, and before the fighting ended, the two sides suffered more than 45,000 casualties. Lee, having lost more than a third of his men, retreated, and the Battle of Gettysburg is considered a turning point in the American Civil War. 

The dedication of the battlefield and cemetery thus provided Lincoln with an opportunity for a major address, but he disappointed many of his supporters when he gave this short talk. In fact, many of the spectators did not even know the president had started speaking when he finished. But in this talk Lincoln managed, as the great orator Edward Everett (the main speaker at the dedication) understood, to combine all the elements of the battle and the dedication into a unified whole.
Text I B
A. Edward Everett’s "Gettysburg Oration" was given at the dedication of the National Cemetery at Gettysburg on 19 November 1863. It was Everett, not Lincoln, who was the principal speaker at the ceremony. Despite this, as author Garry Wills writes, Everett's oration "will live, now, as the foil to that better thing that followed." Lincoln at Gettysburg (New York: Touchstone, 1992), p. 211.
       Everett, the most popular speaker of his day, spoke for some two hours, using his time to rehearse in detail the history of those who fought the battles of Gettysburg and to castigate the South.

7. that (line 4): it is a conjunction which means “so that” or “in order that” to introduce an adverbial clause of purpose.

8. that cause (line 14-15): the cause of the upholding of liberty and the maintaining of the proposition that all men are created equal.

9. …they gave the last full measure of devotion (line 14): they gave their utmost devotion for the last time in the their life.

1. wane (line 2): grow gradually smaller or less after being full or complete. 变小，变少；变得残缺；逐步衰落

---Just as the moon waxes and wanes, every individual has joys and sorrows, partings and reunions, throughout his whole life.

---After the death of the chief, the tribe’s power quickly waned and they were soon conquered by the neighboring tribe.

2. brethren (line 3): brothers. This is usually used in solemn addresses, i.e., in speaking formally to or about members of a religious group. 教友们；弟兄们；同胞们

3. eloquent silence (line 4): here the writer uses the stylistic device of oxymoron, i.e., the combining of opposite or contradictory ideas or terms. 矛盾修辞法 see note 4 on p. 258

4. clarion (line 4): (the sound made by) a kind of trumpet used in former times 号角；号角声. In the text it refers to the Emancipation Proclamation issued on Jan. 1, 1863. For further information, consult Text II, line 41-46.

5. hold/keep…at bay (line 17): keep (somebody) from coming too near 使…不能迫近，遏制

---The inspector chased the murderer to a cliff, where he kept him at bay until more police came and arrested him.

---He kept me at bay with a knife. 他手执刀让我无法接近他。

6. …assured by…the two succeeding days (line 18): it was his forethought (consideration of what was to come) and self-sacrifice (the giving up of one’s own interest and the wishes for the sake of other people) that ensured the victory of the two following days.

8. …the wondering plowman…modern artillery (line 20-21): the farmer who wandered at the great battles of Gettysburg will turn up in the fields bullets and other gears of modern warfare using crude farm implements

You now feel it a new bond of union that they shall lie side by side till a clarion, louder than that which marshaled them to the combat, shall awake their slumbers. (Parallel constructions)

Varying the Structure and Length of Sentences

---Standing beneath this serene sky, overlooking these broad fields now reposing from the labors of the waning year, the mighty Alleghenies dimly towering before us, the graves of our brethren beneath our feet, it is with hesitation that I raise my poor voice to break the eloquent silence of God and nature (A long sentence). But the duty to which you have called me must be performed; grant me, I pray you, your indulgence and your sympathy (Simple sentence is used to provide variation).

The Use of Second Person Singular “you”
---But the duty to which you have called me must be performed.

---…and you from remoter states, let me again, as we part, invoke your benediction on these honored graves.

Quotations: the appropriate use of a quotation of a famous figure in world history suggests authority and the universal nature of the situation.
---“The whole earth is the sepulcher of illustrious men,” said Pericles.

Contrast: the resorting to the use of juxtaposition of something pleasant and something terrible provides contrast.
---The pleasant heights contrasted with the fierce and unpleasant war which took place there.

---The thriving village and the strange din of war.

---The peaceful and quiet fields and the horrible battle.

---The rude weapons of savage warfare and the fearful missiles of modern artillery.

Text II Abraham Lincoln and the American Civil War

I. Background Information

4. A. Statistics of the Civil War

After the end of the Civil War, scholars began to compile facts and figures as a way to help grasp the scope and cost of the bloody four-year struggle. Exact numbers have been impossible to ascertain in many instances, but over the years historians have come to agree on general estimates: 
· More than 2,000,000 soldiers and sailors fought for the North during the Civil War, while fewer than 750,000 men fought for the South. 

· Union deaths during the war totaled more than 360,000 men, fewer than a third of which were combat related. Most of the dead succumbed to diseases, of which diarrhea was the most deadly, accounting for more than 44,500 deaths. 

· Figures for the almost 200,000 Northern black soldiers are even more startling. More than 29,000 died of disease, while only 2,751 succumbed to combat related causes. 

· Confederate deaths have been calculated as somewhat fewer than 260,000 men, with 164,000 estimated to have been caused by disease. 

· Of the South's 425 generals, 82 percent survived the war; 92 percent of the North's 583 generals survived. 

· More than 30,000 Union soldiers died while incarcerated in Confederate prisons. 

· More than 26,000 Southerners died in Union prisons. 

· Only 4,084 of the 132,554 Union sailors died during the war. Only 1,084 died in combat, with the rest killed by disease or accident. The combat deaths include 342 scalded to death when their ships' boilers were struck by enemy fire and 308 sailors who drowned. Five thousand soldiers in the Union armies drowned during the war.
There were more than 10,000 battles, engagements, skirmishes, and other military events. In descending order, the number in each state were recorded as follows:

II. Dictation

The battlefield of Gettysburg was set apart as a great burying ground, or national cemetery, for the soldiers who had lost their lives in the service of their country. On the 19th of November, 1863, the cemetery was dedicated with very solemn and impressive ceremonies. The great men of the nation were there. Edward Everett, the most accomplished public speaker of that time, delivered a long and scholarly oration. It was expected that the President would also give an appropriate and perhaps lengthy address. He rose at the proper moment and drew from his hat a half sheet of foolscap, on which he had written a memorandum of that which he intended to say. The speech was brief.

The shortness of the speech caused people to think but little of it at the time. The brilliant effort of Edward Everett, the orator, was believed to be the event of the day. But little by little it began to dawn upon the minds of men of all classes that the little speech of the President was one of the noblest orations in modern times. The long and learned discourse of Edward Everett is now but little thought of.
